Most recently, he has
been interim at Holy Innocents Episcopal, St. Luke’s Episcopal, Roswell Presbyterian,
McEachern United Methodist, Shallowford Presbyterian, St. Luke’s Presbyterian of
Dunwoody, and Morningside Presbyterian. He has been Chair of the Board of the
Georgia Symphony Orchestra and President of the Atlanta Opera Guild. Until last year,
he was Chairman of the Southeast Region of the Metropolitan National Opera Council.
He is the organist for the Georgia Festival Chorus.
